Almost nobody believed that 11-1Wisconsin deserved to
play for the Division I-A football title for the 2010 sea-
son, but consider this: the Badgers scored at least 70
points in three different games and totaled 520 points for
the season. The record is an incredible 716 points by
Oklahoma in 2008, when the Sooners scored at least 50
points in nine games and went to the BCS title game. By
the way, the NCAA crowns 88 champions in 23 sports,
including in football at the Division I-AA, II and III lev-
els. The only champion crowned differently is the biggest
one – Division I-A football, which uses the BCS.

Drew Brees seems to have been under the radar before
becoming a premiere NFL quarterback and Super Bowl
MVP. After all, his college, Purdue, was the only major
school to offer him a scholarship. Most recruiters were
scared off after Brees tore his left ACL in a Texas state
playoff game in his junior year, and then didn’t grow
taller than six feet.

Veronica Winters

The winter break always serves as a
tough test for Warwick Valley High
School athletic teams. It is a period when
students are on vacation from school,
and a time when the student athletes
must challenge themselves to arise for
practice. There is also the adaptation to
schedule changes brought on by in-
clement weather.

For the boys’ indoor track team,
Mon., Dec. 27 was a date that had been
marked on the calendar for a long time.
It was the day that the Distance Medley
Relay would compete at the Marine
Corps Holiday Classic at the Armory in
New York City. However, the perfect
storm hit the Tri-State area, and the meet
was postponed. The boys DMR hit the
track two days later on Dec. 29.

This meet was not just about the
DMR; Warwick harriers competed in
other events. The freshmen 4x200m
relay of Brendon Bourne, Anthony Byalick, Kyle Williams,
and Casey Burley placed seventh in a time of 1:45.84 sec-
onds. The four-man shuttle hurdle relay ofAdrian Stelmach,
Dennis King, Casey Burley, and Danny Kelly ran an im-
pressive time of 34.5 seconds. Their performance was two
seconds off of the national qualifying standard. The Varsity
DMR ran a time 11:18. Paddy Grandinali ran 3:27.7 for the
lead of 1200m leg, Brendon Bourne ran 56.7 for the 400m
split, Aaron Peterson ran a time of 2:08.8 in the 800m, and
Ian Sullivan anchored the relay in 4:44.8 over the distance of
1600m.

The biggest event of the day was the Championship
Distance Medley Relay. After a one-year hiatus, seasoned
veterans Tim Luthin and Dan Paez were ready to restore tra-
dition. Two new faces on this relay are Kevin Grosso and
Ray Farinella. In the opening 1200m leg, Dan Paez handed
off in the lead running 3:09.7. He handed the stick to Ray
Farinella who ran 55.6 on the 400m leg. Kevin Grosso, (800

m leg), was challenged by other teams in the field, but man-
aged to hand off close to the lead in a time 2:05. Tim Luthin
received the baton in striking distance and theWarwick faith-
ful were pretty confident that victory could be achieved. The
decorated harrier ran his first 400m in 60 seconds and went
through the 800m mark in 2:05. Tim took the lead with two
laps to go and never looked back. He ran a very fast 1600m
time of 4:15.6, the fastest indoor 1600m leg in the history of
Warwick Indoor Track and Field. Tim broke the old carry
record held by Dave Baxter. The Warwick Valley Boys In-
door Track DMR was once again Marine Corps Holiday
Classic Champions. The harriers weathered the perfect
storm.
