Shannon has been a big
contributor on the Varsity
Basketball Team since
eighth grade and has reached
the milestone with a very un-
selfish approach to every
game.   Coach O’Brien cred-
its her work ethic and team
first attitude to her milestone

accomplishment. Coach
O’Brien notes Shannon’s
leadership has been a big

factor in programs success
over the past 4 years (54 –
16 record previous 4 years).

The 6’ 1” senior is a terrific
student and has yet to make
her college decision. 
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Amazingly, there once was a player who led the NFL
in rushing, punt returns and interceptions in the same sea-
son. Obviously, this was in the days of players going both
ways. In fact the year was 1946. Any guesses? The player
was Pittsburgh’s “Bullet” Bill Dudley, who almost
missed his first day of training camp because he was just
5’10” and 180 pounds, and the guard didn’t believe he
was a real football player. A standout at Virginia, Dudley
was also the youngest ever college All-American at 19.
He was inducted into the NFL Hall of Fame in 1966.

Recent years have seen a dramatic improvement in
the art of punting in the NFL. During the 2009 season,
for example, the average punt traveled a record 44.3
yards, and punters were able to place the ball inside their
opponents’ 20-yard line almost 900 times, another league
mark. Then there is Giants punter Jeff Feagles, who en-
tered the 2010 season having played in an NFL 352 con-
secutive games, punting 1,713 times for a record 71,211
yards – more than 40 miles.

Granted, the Harlem Globetrotters play exhibitions,
not real games. But that didn’t stop them from pursuing
LeBron James and Dwyane Wade before both settled in
Miami for the 2010-11 NBA season. For a while, the
Trotters even had No. 3 “D-Wade” and No. 6 “King” jer-
seys on sale through their web site. Fact is, the Globe-
trotters haven’t lost to their only opponents, the
Washington Generals, since 1971. Entering 2010, they
held a career mark of 23,646 wins against 345 losses, a
winning percentage of .986.
