Title by narrowly defeating Pine Bush’s Matt Salle 504.40 -
501.15. Wilson also set a new Warwick School record for the
six-dive competition earlier in the week with a score of
296.95 pts.

Senior Lars Greibesland finished third with a score of
483.90 points. Eighth-grader Nick Rusek placed sixth with
424.95 points and first-year diver Greg Phelps placed sev-
enth with a score of 424.80, making him the fourth Warwick

diver to qualify for the New York State Championships. This
is the first time in the history of Section 9 that any team has
had four divers qualify for the state championships in one
season.

Devin Taylor finished ninth with 388.85 points, Brian
Green was 13th with 337.75 points, and Chris Deaver was
14th with 335.85 points.

All seven Warwick divers entered in the event scored
points to earn Warwick the team title. The Section 9 diving
championships will be held at Valley Central on Thurs., Feb.
17 and the NYS Championships will be held on Fri., Mar. 4
in Long Island.
