PRs at State Qualifier Earn National Recognition

The girls’ indoor track team completed its season on Sat-
urday with 15 personal records and earned the 3200m-relay
team and high jumper Jessica Armand national recognition.

The 3200m-relay team placed third in 9:44.10, but their
performance was good enough to place them in the top 75 in
the nation, and they have qualified to race in the emerging
elite race at the New Balance Indoor Scholastic National
Championship (NBISNC) on Mar. 11 in the 168th St. Ar-
mory.
